Technical Specifications:-
1. General:-

O/o CCA, Jharkhand Circle, Ranchi requires Non-A.C taxis/commercially registered vehicles for the official use. It is therefore intended to enter into contract with taxi operator(S)/contractor(S) for a period of (one) year for hiring of 2 cars on monthly and 1 car on daily(“as and when required”) basis. However, the number of vehicles on hire may increase or decrease on monthly basis depending upon the need of the office of CCA. The contractor shall have to provide additional vehicle on same rate , terms and conditions.
2. 
Scope of work:

2.1 
The contractor shall provide Non-AC Taxis/Commercially registered vehicles of Indica/Ambassdor Models of 2007and onward as per requirement. The cars shall be provided at the O/o CCA, Jharkhand Circle, Ranchi or at any other place within the jurisdiction of CCA, Jharkhand Circle, Ranchi on monthly basis/ daily (as and when required) basis upon intimation for the same.

2.2 
To the extent possible, the contractor will have to make efforts to provide his own vehicle out of those whose Registration no. is indicated against column 7(ii) in Section II. However, it devolves on the contractor to provide an alternative vehicle of equivalent status and above in lieu of non availability of the assigned vehicles. But the payment will be released with reference to the approved rates to the contractor.

2.3 
The contractor will provide well-behaved drivers having knowledge of different routes, as well as repair of cars and valid driving license and also having proper uniforms and name badge. The driver would also be equipped with Mobile phone for connectivity.

The vehicle provided by the contractor must be in excellent condition and have proper and complete documents, which should be shown to the user if asked for. No payment shall be made on account of cars so rejected.

The vehicles being sent by the tenderer will be regularly inspected by the officer nominated for the purpose and in case of non-compliance of any of the conditions, a penalty up to Rs.500/- per case shall be imposed on the defaulting company.

In case of non availability of requisitioned car it will be the responsibility of the contractor to provide equivalent or upgraded model not older than 2007 at the same rate with prior consent of CCA.

In case where the cars fitted with AC system are supplied against requisition of non AC cars, the CCA will not utilize the AC system. Accordingly ordinary charges will be paid.

The drivers of the vehicle will maintain Log Sheets, which will be supplied by the CCA in respect of each car. The entries in the log book must be got certified by the officer himself and deposit the same at the close of each day duty with the transport supervisor, in O/o CCA, Jharkhand Circle, Ranchi.

The driver of the vehicles shall be provided with the duty slips issued by the service provider. The duty slip should be completed with date, time, and opening and closing meter reading, point of starting and point of ending the journey by the user which will be indicated by the user/officials of CCA. On the basis of these duty slips the bill shall be raised to CCA, Jharkhand Circle, Ranchi.

Receipt and opening of Tenders-

Tenders duly filled in will be received and opened on the same date and time indicated in the letter inviting tenders. The tenders will be opened and the bidders or their authorized representative who intend to attend the tender opening are to bring with them letters of authority from the corresponding tenderer.

If due date of receipt of tenders and/or that of opening of tender declares to be a holiday, the tender would be received and opened on the next working day but the time of receipt and opening will remain the same.

Preliminary evaluation:

6.4.1 
CCA shall evaluate the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors have been made, whether required sureties have been furnished, whether the documents have been properly signed and whether the bids are generally in order.

6.4.2 
Arithmetical errors shall be rectified on the following basis. If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price shall be corrected by the CCA. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall prevail. If the Supplier does not accept the correction of the errors, his bid shall be rejected.

Prior to the detailed evaluation, the CCA will determine the substantial responsiveness of each bid to the bid documents. Tax Deduction At source

Deviation:

Termination of Contract
13.1 
In case of any default by the Contractor and in any of the terms and conditions(whether General or Special), CCA may without prejudice to any other right/remedy which shall have accrued or shall accrue thereafter, terminate the contract, in whole or in part, by giving 15 days notice in writing to the Contractor.

All instructions, notices and communications etc. under the contract issued in writing and if sent to the last known place of business, shall be deemed to be served on the date, even in ordinary course of post, these would have been delivered to the contractor.

Notwithstanding anything contained herein, CCA also reserves the right to terminate the contract at any time or stage during the period of contract, by giving 15 days notice in writing without assigning any reason and without incurring any financial liability whatsoever to the contractor.

Arbitration

Any dispute or difference whatsoever arising between the parties out of or relating to the construction, meaning, scope, operation or effect of this contract or the validity or the breach thereof shall be settled by arbitration in accordance with the Rules of Arbitration Indian Arbitration and Conciliation Act 1996 and the award made in pursuance thereof shall be binding on the parties.

Jurisdiction of Courts. Etc.

The courts/any other Tribunal or Forum in Ranchi alone shall have exclusive jurisdiction with regard to any matter/dispute relating to or arising out this contract.

Insurance/Indemnification -
The Insurance cover protecting the agency against all claims applicable under the Workmen’s Compensation Act,1948 shall be taken by the Contractor. The Contractor shall arrange necessary insurance cover for any claim arising out of mishap, if any, that may take place. In the event of any liability/claim falling on CCA out of operation of this contract, the same shall be reimbursed/indemnified by the Contractor.

Miscellaneous Conditions
17.1 
Contractor shall in no case lease/transfer/sublet/appoint caretaker for services.

17.2 
No other person except Contractor’s authorized representative shall be allowed to enter CCA premises.

17.3 
Within CCA premises, the Contractor’s personnel shall not do any private work other than the normal duties.

17.4 
Contractor shall be directly responsible for any/all disputes arising between him and his personnel and keep CCA indemnified against all actions, losses, damages, expenses and claims whatsoever arising thereof.

17.5 
The personnel engaged by the Contractor are subject to security check by the CCA Security Staff at any time.

17.6 
Contractor shall be solely responsible for payment of wages/salaries other benefits and allowances to his personnel that might become applicable under any Act or Order of the Govt. CCA shall have no liability whatsoever in this regard and the Contractor shall indemnify CCA against any/all claims, which may arise under the provisions of various Acts, Governments Orders etc.

 The contractor shall provide Registered Taxis/Commercial Vehicles (non-AC) of Model 2007 or later as per our requirement with well behaved skilled drivers having knowledge of routes and repairs of cars and valid driving license and also having proper uniforms. The vehicle provided by the contractor must have proper and complete documents, which should be shown to the user, if asked for.
1.1 
The Car shall be provided at our office premises at Ranchi, or at any other place within the jurisdiction of CCA Jharkhand as and when required on daily basis/monthly basis upon intimation for the same to the Contractor/Agency.
1.2 
It the vehicle provided by the Contractor is found not to be in good condition or without proper document, the vehicle is liable to be rejected and returned. No payment shall be made on account of car, so rejected.
1.3 
The contractor shall maintain the log sheet/duty slip as per performa approved by CCA for every trip/requisition separately. The log sheet/duty slip should be got signed by the user which would indicate the opening and the closing meter reading with time and date at the garage and at the point of starting/ending the journey by the user. It should be ensured that there is no overwriting in the duty slips. In no case, duty slip without signature will be accepted in support of the bill for payment.
1.4 
In case of breakdown/servicing/repair, the contractors shall provide alternate vehicle of same Make and Model failing which vehicle shall be hired from any other source(s) at the risk and cost of the contractor.

The chargeable mileage will be the total mileage (i.e. from garage to garage) 

 minus twice the mileage from garage to pick up point, with maximum of         5 kms each.

DEDUCTION IN CASE OF VEHICLE NOT MEETING THE SPECIFICATION

2.1 
If the interior of the vehicle is not in good condition, the deduction to the extent of 5% of the total amount from the bill of that vehicle shall be made.

Price variation

3.1 
The rates quoted by the party shall be firm during the currency of contract.

In case of non reporting/refusing to provide the requisite car, the same may be hired from any other source(s) at the risk and cost of the contractor, besides any other penal action which may be even termination of Contract.

5. 
The maintenance cost, charges of petrol, road tax, permit fee, passenger tax, toll tax, border tax, challans, salary of the driver, the overtime of driver etc. are the responsibility of the contractor for which no payment shall be made by CCA. In case where the payment of Toll Tax/State Tax etc. is also payable in addition to the rates, the same may please be in indicated clearly in format.

CCA reserves the right to get the meter calibrated or checked at any time at its sole discretion and in the event of any error/fault in the meter being noticed, the bill for the journey undertaken(including those undertaken earlier) would be adjusted, besides any other penal action as decided by CCA, which may even lead to termination of Contract.

The contractor shall be fully responsible for any loss or damage to the vehicle and also liable to pay full compensation for any injury or any other loss to passengers.

The work can be bifurcated among two or more parties at the sole discretion of CCA and no Contractor/agency shall have any objection to the same.
